At this time Haverhill High School is beginning the process of registering incoming 9* grade scholars for the
2020-2021 school year.

Your child will receive the Grade 9 Student Course Request Sheet from his/her counselor. The course request
sheet should be used to select electives for freshman year. Scholars must select alternate electives so that we
have enough options listed in the event a specific class is not available. Your child’s teachers will enter
recommendations for levels of all core classes in School Brains. To see these recommendations and add
electives, scholars and parents should visit the Community Portal.

In choosing electives it is important to note that scholars should make their selections according to their
interests and goals. All scholars work closely with their high school counselors to develop a 4-year plan that
helps them map their graduation requirements and set both short and long term academic goals.

Freshmen are required to carry a full schedule consisting of seven periods. Some graduation requirements such
as Physical Education and Health are half-year courses, however scholars who wish to schedule other electives
have the option to schedule them in their freshman year and then take PE and Health at another time. Haverhill
High School offers a summer enrichment program where scholars are able choose from graduation requirements
such as Health, PE, or fine arts in order to free up room in their schedule and take the pre-requisites needed to
enroll in more advanced coursework. Dates and times for this program will be released shortly.
